@ Just 1 day off every 2 weeks adds up to nearly 4 weeks of lost learning across a year.

@ Missing 10 days in a year is the equivalent of almost 50 hours of lessons missed.
Research shows that children with good attendance achieve better results and build stronger friendships.

Routine and Expectations
A consistent routine of attending school every day sets clear expectations for children, helping them to feel secure
and prepared to learn. It also builds positive habits that last into secondary school and beyond.

We understand that sometimes you may not be sure if your child is well enough for school. If in doubt, please bring
them in — we will always contact you if they need to go home.
